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David Braun was named Northwestern
University’s Dan and Susan Jones Family head
football coach, President Michael Schill and
Combe Family Vice President for Athletics &
Recreation Dr. Derrick Gragg announced on

November 15.

The two-time national champion defensive
coordinator secured the full-time head coaching
job after previously being named Northwest-
ern’s interim head football coach on July 14 by

Gragg ahead of the 2023 season.

In his first season leading Northwestern,
Braun was named the consensus Big Ten Coach
of the Year, as voted on by the conference
coaches and media voters. Braun earned the
honor after leading the Wildcats to a 7-5
regular season record (5-4 in Big Ten) in his
first season at the helm. His seven wins are the
most by a Northwestern first-year head football
coach since 1903, while his five conference
wins are the most by any first-year Wildcat

head coach.

Braun is the fifth different Northwestern head
coach to win Big Ten Coach of the Year since
the award was handed out in 1972, joining
Pat Fitzgerald (2018), Randy Walker (2000),
Gary Barnett (1995, 1996) and Dennis Green
(1982).

Northwestern’s six-win improvement from
2022 to 2023 is the largest win improvement
by any FBS team this season. Since 2000, the
Wildcats are one of just five teams to win six or

more games the year after finishing 1-11.



Braun’s seven wins are tied with Coastal Carolina’s Tim

Beck for the most by a first-year head coach in the FBS
this season. He is also the first Power 5 coach to take
his team from one or fewer wins to bowl eligibility in the

following season since 2018 (Matt Rhule, Baylor).

Northwestern made immense year-to-year improve-
ments under the direction of Braun as head coach
and defensive coordinator. The Wildcats’ defensive
unit allowed an average of 351.6 yards per game, an
improvement of 23.2 yards from the 2022 season. The
Wildcats also bolstered their scoring defense, allowing
just 23.8 points per game in 2023 to mark a 4.5 point

jump from the year prior.

Northwestern finished the regular season with three-
straight wins and a 5-4 conference record, finishing in
second place in the Big Ten West division while becom-
ing the first Big Ten team to go from one overall win to a

winning record in conference play since lowa in 1968.

Braun came to Evanston in January 2023 as the
defensive coordinator after working in the same role at
Division | FCS powerhouse North Dakota State for four
seasons and leading the Bison to two FCS National
Championships in 2019 and 2021. Under Braun the Bi-
son had the No. 1 scoring defense in the FCS twice over
the last four seasons, including 2021 (allowed 11.1 points

per game) when he was named the Football Scoop FCS

Coordinator of the Year.

In 2019, the Bison held opponents to 12.3 points per
game, ranked first in FCS in passing yards allowed
(138.6 ypg), second in total defense (274.7 ypg),
and second in passing efficiency defense (104.8). The
defense recorded 17 total interceptions as NDSU went

16-0 and won the national championship.

His career began at Winona State (Minn.), where he
played on the defensive line, serving as team captain,
earning two all-conference honors, and helping his
team to three Northern Sun Intercollegiate Conference
Championships and three NCAA Division Il Playoff
appearances. After graduating in 2008 with a bache-
lor’s degree in social science education, Braun joined the

Winona State coaching staff as a graduate assistant.

Braun then served as the defensive coordinator at Cul-
ver-Stockton (Mo.) for one year in 2010, before heading
back to Winona State to serve as the co-defensive coor-
dinator and linebackers coach from 2011-2014. Braun
worked the next two seasons at UC Davis coaching the
defensive line going to Northern lowa for two sea-
sons where he coached the defensive line and outside
linebackers and earning run game and special teams
coordinator duties. In addition to his role as defensive

coordinator at NDSU, he coached the team'’s safeties.

Braun and his wife, Kristin, are the parents of three:

sons Lucas and Andrew, and daughter Blake.

Kyle Whittingham, the longest-tenured coach in
the Pac-12 Conference and the second-longest
tenured head coach at the same school in the
NCAA FBS, is in his 19th season at the helm at
Utah in 2023, where he boasts a 162-78 record

as the all-time wins leader.

Including 11 seasons as a Ute assistant coach,
he has contributed to more victories (247) than

any coach in program history.

He has coached in 366 games at Utah and
240 as the head coach.

His 161 career wins, which passed lke Arm-
strong (141-55-15 in 211 games from 1925-49)
for the all-time wins number, is third among active
FBS coaches at the same school and 13th among

active FBS coaches overall (most in the Pac-12).

Including 2023, Utah has finished with a win-
ning record in 10 straight seasons and 17 of his 19

years as head coach.

Whittingham has led the Utes to back-to-back
Pac-12 titles (2021, 2022) with the Utes also

winning at least a share of the Pac-12 South four

times (2015 — shared, 2018, 2019, 2021) before

He has also won Pac-12 Coach of the Year twice in the last
five seasons (2019, 2021).

In 2021, Whittingham was a finalist for the Bear Bryant
Award and the Eddie Robinson Coach of the Year Award.

The Utes appeared in every weekly CFP top-25 for the first
three years of the system (2014-16) and have tied for the
seventh-most appearances of any school with 44 total.

Utah has finished in the CFP top-25 in seven seasons: No.
22 in 2014 and 2015, No. 19 in 2016, No. 17 in 2018, No.
11in 2019, No. 11 in 2021 and its highest-ever ranking at
No. 8 in 2022.

The Utes have also made the final AP top-25 seven times

and the final Coaches’ poll eight times under Whittingham.

Whittingham’s teams have also performed well against AP
top-25 teams, recording 23 wins against ranked opponents,
including top-10 victories over No. 4 Alabama (2009),

No. 5 Stanford (2013), No. 8 UCLA (2014), No. 4 Oregon
(2021, regular season), again when the Ducks were ranked
No. 10 in the Pac-12 Championship game, vs. No. 7 USC

(2022, regular season) and again against the Trojans when
they were ranked No. 4 in the 2022 Pac-12 Championship
